VIDEO COMPETITION
“Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and Civil Society Work in Cambodia”
Introduction: The Overview of Video Competition
The Sustainable Development Goal (SDGs) are a collection of 17 new universal agenda for people, planet and prosperity set by the United Nations in 2015. The official name for SDGs is “Transforming our World: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development,” or the “2030 Agenda” in short. The SDGs were developed to succeed the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) which was ended in 2015. The SDGs integrated three dimensions of sustainable development: the economic, social and environmental including poverty, hunger, health, education, global warming, gender equality, water, sanitation, energy, urbanization, environment and social justice.  
All countries and all stakeholders, acting in collaborative partnership, will implement this Agenda. Civil society organizations (CSOs) play a significant role in translating these global agendas into national priorities, working through networks and their members. As the leading membership organizations with nearly 170 local and international non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in Cambodia, the Cooperation Committee for Cambodia (CCC) uphold the spirit of the global sustainable development goal. 

CCC continues to be the focal organization in supporting civil society organizations, partners and local government in localization of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) since its official adaptation in 25 September 2015. In general, CCC will play role 1) to facilitate a CSO Working Group on Leave No One Behind for SDGs, to sensitize CCC members, non-member and the public about SDGs, 2) to capacitate members and non-member to mainstream some related SDGs into their program, 3) to coordinate and advocate for financial support for implementation of SDGs, and 4) to monitor the implementation of SDGs. 
To celebrate third year anniversary of the Global Goals, SDGs which is a universal call to action to end poverty, protect the planet and ensure that all people enjoy peace and prosperity, CCC will open the video competition under the theme “Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and Civil Society Work in Cambodia”. 
Instruction
To participate in the competition, the candidate shall submit a maximum 3-minutes video on “Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and Civil Society in Cambodia,” which will be uploaded in social media, Facebook in particular.    

Evaluation Process
A judging panel will consist of five members who will evaluate the video based on the following criteria: 
a. Target Audiences: 

It is essential to engage the target audiences to get quick and insightful information visually about the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Thus, the video targeted the CCC members, partners, and general public who would like to know more about SDGs. The pre-selected video will be posted online.   
b. Video Qualification Criteria

Candidate shall be aware of the video qualification criteria as the following: 

· Video length of 3-minutes maximum; 

· YouTube compatible format;

· No copyright violations;

· Original works;

· Good quality; and

· Accuracy of technical content and communication of that content to the target audiences.
c. Format of Video: Option (5Ws, 1H)

There are some key issues to be addressed here including: 

1. Content: shall be well capture of SDGs and CSO work, using easy, and short but meaningful paragraphs. Skipping unnecessary words, avoid needless repetition…etc.  

2. Context: Background information, climate, concerns, and other relevant issues to inform the audiences about the narratives, interface, interaction…etc.  

3. Innovation: referring to method or process that focuses on creation and elaboration of the best and attractive ideas to promote the spirit of the goals. 
4. Strategies Described: What kind of approach the candidate is taken? Is there any agency (both private, public and civil society organizations) and actors involved? 
5. Challenges: It is about issues that put the candidate in the test, and how the candidate solve the problems (technical, and other challenging issues). 
6. Outcomes: Is the video comprehensive to educate the audiences to understand about SDGs? What are some good lesson learned for the audiences? 
d. Awards
The judging panel will select three best videos to be awarded. For the First place, the candidate will be awarded Koompi Laptop (369$) Second GoPro Hero 5 (260$) and third Zhiyun Smooth 4 Gimble Stabalizer (160$)
e. Deadline: 10 September 2018, Winner to be announced on 25 September 2018
To keep momentum going, the video winner will be invited as a speaker to share their production experiences as well as their video will be used for awareness raising about SDGs. This will lead to commemoration of great work and spark challenges during the localization process. 
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
