Health measures to curb the spread of Covid-19 and other Deadly Infectious 

Diseases 
 

      CHAPTER I 
      GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Article 1. Purpose 
This Sub-decree determines health measures, in accordance with the Law on Preventive 

measures to curb the spread of Covid-19 and other deadly Infectious Diseases, to Protect the lives of 
the people, public health and order, as well as to minimize Cambodia’s socio-economic impact. 

Article 2. Scope 
This Law applies to the fight against the spread of Covid-19 and other deadly and serious 

infection diseases in the Kingdom of Cambodia, following the Ministry of Health’s instruction.  
CHAPTER II 

CATEGORIES OF HEALTH MEASURES 

Article 3.  
In order to fight against and curb the spread of Covid-19 in the Kingdom of Cambodia, 

following necessary health measures are to be implemented: 
- Sanitizing and temperature screening, 
- Wearing mask, 
- Maintain social and physical distancing, 
- Collect sample for COVID-19 testing, 
- Quarantine, 
- Self-isolation for treatment, 
- Covid-19 vaccination, 
- Health declaration and, 
- Handling and management of corpse confirmed Covid-19.  

The detail of the above health measures shall be defined by a Sub-decree. 
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In case of emergency and when necessary, the Royal Government may delegate power to the 
Ministry of Health, to issue additional health measures to curb the spread of Covid-19 in a timely 
manner.  

CHAPTER III 
CONTENT OF HEALTH MEASURES 

SECTION I 
Sanitizing, temperature screening, mask wearing and maintain social distancing 

Article 4.  
All enterprise, or private establishment or business owner must arrange disinfection, 

temperature screening for all staffs, wearing mask and maintaining social distancing, to curb the 
spread of Covid-19. 

Article 5.  
Wearing masks is mandatory based on work activities or employment status of each individual 

and shall be worn at location with risk of Covid-19 potential exposure or outbreak. 
Individual who are obliged to wear mask and location required to wear mask shall be defined by the 
Health ministry, based on the level of spread of the virus. 

Article 6.  
Every private enterprise or establishment or business owner must monitor and advice 

employees and all others person entering their premises, to sanitize, to undergo temperature 
screening and wear mask as instructed by the Ministry of health.  

All private enterprise, establishment or business owner shall not allow any person who does 
not sanitize, any person who has body temperature higher than 37,5℃, or any person not wearing 
mask, to enter or stay in their premises.  

Article 7.  
Individual shall maintain physical distance of at least 1.5 meters. Maintaining physical 

distancing is mandatory at workplace, business locations, or in the crowded public area, as instructed 
by the Ministry of Health.  

In the event the physical distancing rule is not practical, by reason of health, physical, work 
activities, occupational status, or circumstances of activities, individual must adhere to sanitization to 
disinfect and wearing mask. 
  All private enterprise, establishment or business owner must make sure that employees and 
customers can maintain physical distancing while in queue or while staying in the premises.  

All private enterprise, establishment or business owner must welcome only a certain number 
of customers, to increase spacing to promote physical distancing. 

The person in charge as organizer of gathering event, or any other social activity, religious 
ceremony, traditional event, sport event or entertaining event, must maintain social distancing by 
significantly reducing the number of attendees, and avoiding crowded gathering, as per Health 
Ministry’s instruction, depending on the level of spread of the virus.  
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Article 8.   
Measures as stipulated in Article 6 & 7 of this Sub-decree shall be also applicable to public 

area or public institutions, as preventive measures to curb the spread of Covid-19.  
SECTION II 

Health Declaration, Sampling for Covid-19 Testing, Quarantine, Isolation for Treatment 

Article 9.  
Cambodian and foreign nationals traveling from abroad into Cambodia and any person who 

had been direct contact or indirect contact with Covid-19 contracted person or person with suspected 
COVID-19, shall make health declaration by filling the health declaration from as set by competent 
authority and by providing some other necessary information through questioning by health officials 
or relevant expert competent authorities.  

Except otherwise specified by Health ministry, Cambodian and foreign nationals traveling 
from abroad into Cambodia must provide Covid-19 free health certificate which is valid within 72 
(Seven Two) hours prior to traveling, issued by the authority recognized by the Government of the 
departing country or any other certificate as per required by Health ministry.  

Article 10.  
Any individual having one of the following conditions, has obligation to provide sample for 

Covid-19 testing to the competent health officials: 
- Khmer and foreign national traveling to Cambodia by all means; 
- person with suspected COVID-19; 
- person who has been direct contact with Covid-19 patient; 
- person who has been through indirect contact with Covid-19 patient; 
- person under quarantine; 
- Covid-19 patient on isolation for treatment. 

Article 11.  
Except otherwise indicated by the Health ministry, quarantine shall be applicable for 

Cambodian and foreign nationals traveling into Cambodia by all means and any person who has been 
direct/ indirect contact with Covid-19 patient or person suspected COVID-19.  

Quarantine shall be performed at any quarantine facility or at the residence of the quarantined 
person, as per Ministry of health’s instruction or competent sub-national administration, depending 
on the status of each person, family and residential situation of the quarantined person.  

Article 12.  
Mandatory quarantine shall be for 14 (Fourteen) days, except otherwise provided by Health ministry.  

Article 13.  
During the quarantine period, person under quarantine must have followings obligations: 

1. Obey the internal rules of the quarantine facility; 
2. Implement health safety measures, as per instructed by Health ministry; 
3. Follow instructions of quarantine officials; 
4. Must not leave from the quarantine facility without permission from quarantine officials; 
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5. Collaborate with health officials, to take sample for Covid-19 testing and; 
6. Collaborate in providing information to health officials, on suspected individual contracted 

with the Covid-19 or any person who have been in direct/ indirect contact or individual 
subject to quarantine and giving other information as per necessary. 

Article 14.  
Covid-19 patient shall be put in isolation to receive proper treatment, at any place as set by 

the Health ministry. 
During the isolation period, Covid-19 patient must have followings obligations: 

1. Obey the internal rules of the treatment facility; 
2. Implement health safety measures, as per instructed by Health ministry; 
3. Follow Doctor’s instructions; 
4. Must not leave from the treatment facility without permission from health officials; 
5. Collaborate with health officials, to take sample for Covid-19 testing and; 
6. Collaborate in providing information to health officials, on suspected individual contracted 

with the Covid-19 or any person who have been in direct/ indirect contact and giving other 
information as per necessary. 

SECTION III 
Arrangement and Handling of Corpse Confirmed Covid-19 

Article 15.  
In case corpse is suspected to exposed to Covid-19, corpse’s family must collaborate with 

Health officials to take corpse’s sample for Covid-19 testing. While waiting for test result, corpse shall 
be under temporary management of Health ministry, in collaboration with competent authority. In 
case sample testing result is negative, Health ministry must give back corpse’s body to the family for 
further arrangement.  

Handling and arrangement of corpse confirmed Covid-19 is the competence of Health 
ministry, together with sub-national authorities, corpse’s family shall not be allowed to arrange further 
on corpse’s body, in this case. 

In order to prevent the Covid-19 transmission to other people, corpse confirmed Covid-19 
shall be buried or cremated following faith, tradition, and personal beliefs, but shall follow health 
safety measures including but not limited to: Corpse body arrangement following health measures, 
corpse body transportation and limitation of number of attendees to the funeral.  
Cremation or burial of corpse body shall be made at the earliest possible, without delay, at any place 
as determined by the competent sub-national authority. Sub-national authority has duty to arrange 
to identify ashes of bone (after incineration) or graveyard of the deceased confirmed Covid-19.  

Ministry of Health must provide detail instruction regarding health safety measures on 
handling and arrangement of deceased body confirmed Covid-19, to curb the spread of Covid-19.  

SECTION IV 
Covid-19 Vaccination 

Article 16.  
 Covid-19 vaccination shall be made on voluntary basis. Covid-19 vaccination for Cambodian nationals  
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shall be free of charge.  
Covid-19 vaccination shall be made as compulsory for certain individuals, based on their 

employment conditions and occupation status, as set by Health ministry.  
When necessary, Health ministry may issue measures requiring foreign nationals traveling into 
Cambodia to hold a complete Covid-19 vaccination card.  

Individual receiving proper vaccination as set by Health ministry may be granted favorable 
conditions for the performance of obligations following health measures.  

When necessary, the Health ministry must issue Covid-19 vaccination instruction in the 
Kingdom of Cambodia.  

CHAPTER IV 
OTHER HEALTH MEASURES 

Article 17.  
To ensure effective implementation, Health Ministry may issue details instruction regarding 

health measures defined in this Sub-decree.  
CHAPTER V 

ALL FEES RELATED TO HEALTH MEASURES IMPLEMENTATIONS 

Article 18.  
All fees attached to quarantine period and isolation for treatment and other fees related to 

the implementation of health measures shall be determined by Joint Prakas of Health ministry and 
Economy and Finance Ministry 

CHAPTER VI 
PENALTY PROVISIONS 

Article 19.  
Any person not wearing a mask as stipulated in Article 5 or failure to maintain physical 

distancing rules as defined in Article 7 of this Sub-decree, shall receive warning from health official or 
competent authority.  

In case of recidivism, shall be punished a transitional fine from 200.000 (Two Hundred 
Thousand) riels to 1 (One) million riel. 
      The person in charge as organizer of gathering event, or any other social activity, religious 
ceremony, traditional event, sport event or entertaining event who failed to maintain social distancing 
as stipulated in Article 7 of this Sub-decree shall receive warning from health official or competent 
authority. In case of recidivism, shall be punished a transitional fine from 1 (One) million riels to 5 
(Five) million riels. 

Ministry, competent authorities may impose additional administrative penalties to person in 
charge as organizer of gathering event, or any other social activity committed aforementioned 
offense, in accordance with Article 4 of the Law on preventive measures to fight against the spread 
of Covid-19 and other infectious deadly diseases. 

Article 20.  
Any private enterprise, establishment or business owner failed to perform obligation 

regarding mask wearing and maintaining physical distancing, as stipulated in Article 6 & 7 of this Sub-
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decree, will receive warning from health official or competent authority. In case of recidivism, shall be 
punished a transitional fine from 2 (Two) million riels to 10 (Ten) million riels. 

Ministry, competent authorities may impose additional administrative penalties to any private 
enterprise, establishment or business owner committed aforementioned offense, in accordance with 
Article 5 of the Law on preventive measures to fight against the spread of Covid-19 and other 
infectious deadly diseases. 

Article 21.  
Shall face a transitional fine from 1 (One) million riel to 5 (Five) million riels, for any person not 

collaborating with health officials, in taking sample for Covid-19 testing, as defined in Article 10 of 
this Sub-decree. The payment of this transitional fine does not release the offender from providing 
sample to Health officials for Covid-19 testing.  

Article 22.  
Shall face a transitional fine from 1 (One) million riel to 5 (Five) million riels, for any person 

escaping or fleeing from the quarantine or quarantine facility, which does not cause the Covid-19 to 
spread to others.  

Escaping or fleeing from the quarantine or quarantine facility causing the Covid-19 to spread 
to others, shall be punishable in accordance with paragraph 2 of Article 7 of the Law on preventive 
measures to fight against the spread of Covid-19 and other infectious deadly diseases.  

Shall face a transitional fine from 500.000 (Five Hundred Thousand) riel to 2 (Two) million riels, 
for any person under quarantine failed to perform obligations as set in point 1 & 2 of Article 13 of 
this Sub-decree. 

The payment of this transitional fine does not release the individual under quarantine from 
quarantine obligations.  

Article 23.  
Individuals who instigate, lead, instruct, incite, persuade, or willingly assist any person under 

quarantine or accompany them to evade or escape from quarantine requirements, or escape from 
quarantine facility have to pay a fine of 10 (Ten) million riel to 50 (Fifty) million riel, in case such escape 
does not cause Covid-19 to spread to others.  

Article 24.  
Shall face a transitional fine from 2 (Two) million riel to 10 (Ten) million riels, for any Covid-19 

patient put under isolation for treatment, who failed to implement obligation as stated in point 1 & 2 
of Paragraph 2 of Article 14 of this Sub-decree. 

Article 25.  
Notwithstanding other criminal offenses as defined in other criminal Law in force, any 

individual who arranged deceased body confirmed Covid-19, in violation of the Article 15 of this Sub-
decree shall face transitional fine of 5 (Five) million riel to 20 (Twenty) million riel.  

Article 26.  
Any private health facility/ establishment failed to notify urgently to Health ministry, in case having  
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indication that patient currently receiving inpatient service in that health facility/establishment is 
patient fleeing from quarantine/ escaping from quarantine center.  

Article 27.  
All transitional fines stipulated in Article 21 to Article 26 of this sub-decree shall be double in 

case of repeat offense.  
The decision on transitional fines in case of repeat offense shall be at least double to the 

previous fine and shall be in the maximum transitional fines stipulated in paragraph I above.  

Article 28.  
      All transitional fines stipulated in this Sub-decree is the authority of Health ministry. 
      The form of the transitional fine receipt and management of the revenue from the fine shall be 
determined by the Joint Prakas of Health Ministry and Economy and Finance Ministry.  

Article 29.  
Competent authority who abuses their power arbitrarily against the purpose of this law, 

infringes on the rights, freedoms, physical integrity, or damages to property of the other person shall 
be responsible for his/ her own actions, in accordance with the Cambodian Law.  

Article 30.  
Any person committing offense as stated in the Article 21 & Article 22 of this Sub decree, shall 

be released from criminal liability or be entitled to mitigate criminal liability, if the offender disclosed 
information to health officials or competent authority or provided necessary collaboration, in order 
to prevent the spread of Covid-19 in a timely manner. 

The exclusion from criminal liability or mitigation from criminal liability shall also be applicable 
in the event any family member of the offender as stated in the Article 22 of this Sub-decree, disclosed 
information to health officials or competent authority or provided necessary collaboration, in order 
to prevent the spread of Covid-19 in a timely manner. 

Article 31.  
The implementation of Chapter VI provisions of this Sub-decree does not hinder the 

implementation of other criminal Law in the event that the act considered as criminal offense defined 
under this Law, is an offense regulated in other Criminal Law. 

                                                       CHAPTER VII 
THE SAME IMPLEMENTATION FOR OTHERS DEADLY AND DANGEROUS INFECTIOUS   

DISEASES 

Article 32.  
All health measures and all penalties provisions defined in this Sub-decree for implementation 

to Covid-19 shall have the same effect for other deadly and dangerous infectious diseases, 
determined by Heath Ministry, under the scope of the Law on preventive measures to curb the spread 
of Covid-19 and other Deadly Infectious Diseases.  
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CHAPTER VIII 
TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS 

 

Article 33.  
All acts related to health measures to fight against and curb the spread of Covid-19, now in 

force enacted prior the promulgation of this Sub-decree, and which are not in contrary to this Sub-
decree, shall remain in full force and effect until abrogated by the new regulation. 

CHAPTER IX 
FINAL PROVISIONS 

Article 34.  
Sub decree No. 27 Ankr. BK dated 18 February 2021 on the quarantine measures to curb the 

spread of Covid-19 shall be abrogated and be wholly substituted by this Sub-decree. 
Any provision in contrary to this Sub-decree shall be abrogated.  

Article 35.  
Minister in charge of Ministers’ Council, Minister of Economy and Finance, Minister of Health, 

Minister of Justice, Minister of Interior, Minister of all ministries and head of all relevant institutions, 
shall be responsible to implement this Sub-decree respectively from this signing date onward.
