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BASIC VIDEO TRAINING

I. INTRODUCTION
CCC provide excellence services and effectiveness video and storytelling production to its members and CSOs community in describing progress implementation of program activities and then present to funding donors, partners, stakeholders, and counterparts in effective way. The video services including video training, video coaching, production equipment rental, and video production.
CCC focuses on key terms of video production, process of making video, script writing, editing, shooting, Camera operation, interviewing and creative concept. This training divides into three phases. In the first day, CCC provides indoor training. Second day, participants are assigned to do field shooting with real practicality. The last day, all participants need to sit in the lap and edit their video. Finally, each trainee will be able to produce one video.

II. TRAINING OBJECTIVE AND EXPECTED OUTCOME
The objective of this training is to build trainees’ capacity in video production, and use it as a tool to inform and disseminate their message to target audience in an efficiency and effective way. After the training, trainees would have basic concept and idea to create content for video storytelling in general. 
In particular, trainees learned basic skills on:
- Understanding audience
- Conducting interviews
- Choosing right message for video
- Camera operation
- How to make B-roll 
- How to editing video
- Instruction to script and storyboarding

III. SUMMARY OF TRAINING SESSION
3.1 Theory and Basic Concept
In this session, trainees learned about the video concept, and the reason of using video to spread out
story or message that they want to reach out to target audiences. Basically, this session trained them to:
- Identify their audiences and understand their need;
- Develop and/or identify their message before producing the video;
- Use different video formats; for example, using Vox Pop (voice of people) or Interview format to get 
   information from audiences;
- How to plan a story and script writing;
- Understand on how to make B-Roll to create an interesting video;
- DSLR Camera Operation;
- Use different framing and camera angles;
- Use editing software; Adobe Premiere, to craft their videos.


3.2 Practice session
All trainees will be guided to practice in field after first-day concept learning. All trainees have to work in
their groups to create their video concepts and plan for field shooting. The groups will plan out their topic beforehand before going to the field. The topic will mostly be public issues such as traffic, waste management, livelihood and so on.

3.3 Editing session

This is the last session of 3-days training that required trainees to learn, and use video editing tool to
craft their video. Adobe Premiere will be introduced as the editing tool. By the end of training, will be able to edit video on their own.
